«The Style "Classic"»

In Latin language the word "classic" means ​«the first-class model belonging to the first category».

The main difference from other styles is always up to date and relevant almost everywhere. Classic style has no clear age boundaries. This style is characterized by accentuated restraint, elegance and proportion, the absence of high fashion elements and non-functional parts. It implies a sense of proportion in everything: form, volume, color.

The decorative elements in this style are practically absent.
The classic style includes first of all suits:

 -jacket and skirt combined with a shirt;

 -jacket and dress;

 -dress and vest;

 -dress, vest and jacket;

 -jacket, blouse and trousers.
The extravagant ensemble in classic style is a strict jacket, a white or light shirt, straight trousers, short skirt of the same fabric as the suit, or the same “case” dress ( but not mini).

Many details in the women's costume of the classical style are borrowed from men`s wear such as jacket, lapels, straight trousers with arrows, cut shirt, coat etc.

The classic jacket is a jacket of middle volume, semi wasted silhouette. The line of bottom may be straight or rounded.

Jacket length varies and is determined by the fashion.

The classic dress is characterized by rigor, simplicity, simple lines on the figure closed. 
In the modern classic skirt the changes are in its length. Classic length is just below and just above the knee, but the most convenient and loved by modern women is the length on the middle of the knee.

Colors typical for the classical style are grey, brown, dark blue, dark green. It is possible soft color contrasts in the suit. Bright colors are not allowed.
